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How to setup remote access

Paxton10 provides users with a way of accessing the Paxton10 software remotely. When remote access is enabled, software
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users will be able to access all the Paxton10 features and reports from anywhere with an internet connection.

What are the bandwidth requirements when using remote access?

- Anyinternet connection involved with Paxton10 is recommended to be 20Mbps Down and 10Mbps Up.

«  Foreach primary stream of the camera being viewed, each network connection involved is recommended to have an
additional 6Mbps Down and 2Mbps Up.

- For each secondary stream of the camera being viewed, each network is recommended to have an additional 3Mbps
Down and 1Mbps Up.

If the recommended bandwidth requirements aren't met, you may experience performance issues when using Paxton10,

this may include an increased buffering time when viewing live or archive video footage and increased load times when
navigating the system.
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
