SSL/TLS Certificate implementation for new
integrations installs

Overview

For an APl integration to function and have a secure connection, when installing an integration, you will need to install a self-
signed TLS certificate. This should be installed on the server and client machine.

Enabling the API connection

Please note: On all Net2 versions from Net2 6.6 v6 the APl service will need
to be enabled.

1. Open the configuration utility.
2. Click on security tab.
3. Tick’Enable LocalAPI".

The services will now restart and connection to the APl is enabled.

1. Create your own certificate using a TLS certificate provider. As part of the package, you should receive a certificate and key.
2. Ensure you are on Net2 6.7 SR1 (or above).

3. Search and open the Net2 configuration utility.

4. Navigate to'Security' tab.
